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1 Introduction 

On December 8, 1999, the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (USEPA) promulgated 
Phase II of its National Pollution Discharge Elimination System (NPDES) stormwater 
regulations.  Phase I of the USEPA stormwater program established regulations for stormwater 
discharges from municipal separate storm sewer systems (MS4s) in municipalities with 
populations of 100,000 or greater, construction activities disturbing five or more acres of land, 
and ten categories of industrial facilities.  The Phase II Final Rule expands the Phase I program 
by requiring smaller communities with MS4s in urbanized areas to implement programs and 
practices to control polluted stormwater runoff through the use of NPDES permits. 
 
The City of Milford is one of approximately 130 municipalities in Connecticut that are located 
either completely or partially within an urbanized area.  These communities were mandated to 
seek permit coverage with the Connecticut Department of Energy and Environmental 
Protection’s (CT DEEP) Phase II Stormwater Program.  CT DEEP issued the final General 
Permit for the Discharge of Stormwater from Small Municipal Separate Storm Sewer Systems on January 9, 
2004. The permit was reissued on January 9, 2011 without changes and is set to expire on 
January 8, 2013. 
 
Compliance with the MS4 permit was a two-part process. The first part (Part A – General 
Permit Registration) was the submission of a registration form including primarily 
administrative information and basic mapping. The CT DEEP issued the City of Milford a 
General Permit for Stormwater – Small Municipal Separate Storm Sewer Systems 
(#GSM000037) in April 2004.  The second part of the process was the submission of a 
Stormwater Management Plan (SWMP) which was received by the CT DEEP in July 2004.  
Although the City of Milford currently implements many of the elements of a successful 
Stormwater Management Program, to be fully compliant, the City must implement additional 
measures. The SWMP addresses how the City will comply with the six minimum control 
measures required by the NPDES permit. These six minimum measures include: 
 

 Public Education and Outreach 
 Public Participation/Involvement 
 Illicit Discharge Detection and Elimination 
 Construction Site Runoff Control 
 Post-Construction Runoff Control 
 Good Housekeeping/Pollution Prevention 

 
As required by the General Permit, this Annual Report for the 2011 calendar year (year 8 of the 
permit) outlines the City’s compliance with the general permit, provides an assessment of the 
appropriateness of the identified best management practices and the City’s progress towards 
achieving the implementation of each minimum control measure, provides copies of 
monitoring data which may have been collected and analyzed, summarizes stormwater activities 
the City plans to undertake during the next reporting cycle, and outlines any changes in 
identified measurable goals, implementation dates, or other changes. 
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The General Permit expired on January 8, 2009.  Instead of issuing a new General Permit, CT 
DEEP reissued the existing general permit without modification.  As such, Milford will 
continue to implement its stormwater management program following the SWMP that was 
prepared in 2004 and the requirements of the reissued 2004 General Permit.  The reissued 
General Permit expired on January 8, 2011 but was reissued again without changes and is now 
set to expire on January 8, 2013. 
 

2 Public Education and Outreach 

2.1 Education to the Public 

The City of Milford continues to implement ongoing public education programs.  The City in 
partnership with other governmental agencies, businesses, concerned citizens, and community 
organizations such as the Environmental Concerns Coalition (ECC), which is an ad hoc 
committee of the Mayor’s office, and the Connecticut Surfrider chapter, has completed the 
following public education and outreach efforts: 
 

 Brochures on stormwater and related environmental topics including: 
o “Freedom Lawn, Let Nature Do the Job.”  To date, the ECC has distributed 

almost all of the 18,000 brochures printed through a combination of door-to-
door efforts and availability at community events such as the Oyster Festivals.  
Brochures have been distributed door-to-door to most of the City. 

o A grant has been obtained by the ECC to revise and reprint the Freedom Lawn 
brochure. 

o “Something new is happening in your neighborhood.”  Brochure developed and 
printed by CT DEEP pertaining to storm drain stenciling.  The ECC has 
distributed over 14,300 copies (to date) of this brochure in combination with 
their ongoing storm drain stenciling project. 

 
 Newsletters to raise public awareness such as: 

o ECC Monthly Newsletter (web based).  Informs the public about environmental 
issues and current community environmental activities, both educational and 
outreach based. 

 
 Storm drain stenciling by the ECC.  See Section 3.3 for additional information. 

 
 The ECC also sponsors an annual Freedom Lawn Contest for residents with organic 

lawns and/or gardens.  The entries could include individual homes or entire streets 
participating in the initiative.  The winner is announced and photos of the winner and 
other submissions are on display at the City Oyster Festival.  ECC received a grant in a 
previous permit year to produce signs for the participating lawns, stating that the lawns 
are organically maintained. 

 
 Education programs continue at the Audubon Center located in Milford including 

programs for Boys and Girls Scouts, after school programs, and adult education (see 
Appendix A for more information). 
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 The City of Milford continues to implement the Connecticut Department of Education 
(CTDOE) Core Science Curriculum Framework.  This curriculum includes educational units 
discussing “Land and Water Interactions,” “Water Quality,” the shaping effects of 
water, how water moving across and through the earth carries with it the products of 
human activities, how humans can improve water quality, and the accumulation of 
mercury, phosphates and nitrates in river, lakes, and oceans and its effects on water 
quality. 

 
 The City’s Stormwater Management Plan has been available for review in the City’s 

Mayor’s Office, Engineering Division, and on the City’s website throughout 2011.   
 

 The City’s webpage includes links to the Connecticut Department of Energy and 
Environmental Protection, Milford ECC, Tree Commission, Conservation Commission, 
Flood and Erosion Control Board, Inland Wetlands Agency, and Plan of Conservation 
and Development mapping (e.g., existing open space, model habitat viewing trail, 
natural resource features, and open space corridors). 

 
 The City hosted numerous Earth Day events in April 2011, which included clean-ups, 

art and science exhibits, and walking and biking activities (see Appendix A for more 
information).  These activities drew Milford residents outdoors to raise awareness of the 
local environment and environmental issues. 

 
 In 2011, there were articles in the local newspapers (paper and web based) regarding the 

City’s program to control the geese population at City parks.  This program will benefit 
water quality by reducing the number of geese and thus the amount of droppings 
coming in contact with stormwater (see Appendix A for more information).  As part of 
this project a local resident has written a book about not feeding the birds and has 
submitted this book to the Board of Education for distribution within Milford schools. 

 
Copies of selected materials including distributed brochures and web printouts are provided in 
Appendix A. 
 

2.2 Education Materials Distributed 

The brochures and newsletters outlined in Section 2.1 have been distributed to citizens in 
Milford.  The City’s webpage also contains additional information regarding a variety of 
environmental items such as the City’s recycling program, household hazardous waste 
collection, and links to CT DEEP and other local environmental groups. 
 

2.3 Workshops/Meetings Attended 

Although not specifically a meeting/event for stormwater awareness, the ECC, Connecticut 
Surfrider Chapter, and other City groups distributed educational information at the 2011 Oyster 
Festival and Earth Day events.  There was also a booth regarding the City’s new single stream 
recycling program at the Oyster Festival.  The Garden Club also hosted a workshop in 2011 
regarding organic gardening. 
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2.4 Miscellaneous 

In addition to these efforts, the Mayor’s Office supported the ECC in direct funding and in-
kind services. 
 

2.5 Plan Modifications 

No modifications to the public education component of the Stormwater Management Plan are 
under consideration at this time.  
 

2.6 Activities Planned for 2012 

The CT DEEP MS4 General Permit was reissued (without modification) on January 12, 2009 
and January 9, 2011 and will expire on January 8, 2013.  The City will continue to implement 
the SWMP according to the requirements of the current general permit.  Milford will implement 
requirements of the new permit, including modifications to this SWMP as necessary, when it is 
issued.  Activities planned for 2012 include: 
 

 Continue door-to-door brochure distribution project to include the entire City. 
 

 The City will investigate options for purchasing catch basins with a notice regarding 
stormwater pollution prevention impressed in the casting. 
 

 Continue to collaborate with the local newspaper in order to publish future 
environmental articles. 
 

 The City will continue to integrate topics in the recently published Core Science 
Curriculum Framework, including those related to water quality, into its school 
curriculum. 
 

 Continue to support the ECC and their activities and programs monetarily and in-kind 
services. 
 

 The City will provide links to the Stormwater Management Plan, annual reports (upon 
completion), and other water quality related information on the City’s website.  Other 
links could include ECC brochures. 
 

 In future years, the City will consider educating the public and City staff on the potential 
negative impacts of car wash water discharges on the aquatic environment and 
recommended methods and locations for washing cars both at home and during 
fundraisers to minimize potential water quality impacts (consistent with CT DEEP 
guidance). 
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3 Public Participation 

3.1 Public Meetings Conducted 

The ECC organized Earth Day events in Milford in which many public and private 
organizations participated in 2011.  The event included a downtown area with displays from 
interested organizations, such as the Connecticut Surfrider Chapter, and cleanup projects, such 
as beach and park clean-ups organized by the Boy Scouts. 
 
The first annual Milford Conservation Commission Awards was held on March 7, 2011 
honoring local conservationists including: 
 

 An elementary school student who organizes an annual trash clean-up at Walnut Beach 
(75 volunteers participated in the 2010 event and as stated in the news articles about the 
event, hoped for increased attendance in 2011). 

 
 The organizer of the Earth Day Scouting clean-up event. 

 
 A science teacher at a local school who promotes projects such as “Adopt-a-Spot” and 

habitat restoration at Walker Pond, the Audubon Center and Wilcox Park.  She also 
coordinated extensive habitat restoration at Mondo Ponds - repairing trails, clearing 
invasive species, planting native plants, and erecting a new information kiosk. 

 
 The City’s Inland Wetlands Agency Compliance Officer, who has volunteered for seven 

years at Live Oaks School Ecology Club, working on a project to educate students 
about the ecology of the Oyster River and to create a “bat and butterfly” garden. 

 
In 2011, the Inland Wetlands Agency held 20 public meetings, 5 public hearings, and 2 agency 
site visits. 
 
A meeting of the Milford Stormwater Committee, attended by 2 team members from the 
Highway and Engineering Departments, was held on November 23, 2011 to discuss the 2011 
annual report and plan for 2012 activities. 
  

3.2 Notices Published 

A public notice was published in the New Haven Register inviting the public to review the 2011 
annual report 30 days prior to submitting it to the CT DEEP.  The Mayor’s Office and the 
Engineering Division received no public requests to review the 2010 or 2011 annual reports or 
the SWMP during 2011. 
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3.3 Public Events 

The following public participation activities were conducted in Milford in 2011: 
 

 Community Clean-ups – Clean-ups have focused on various locations throughout the 
City, including the beaches and parks.  The DPW has provided bags, gloves, trash pick-
up and disposal for these activities.  Clean-ups were performed by groups of Boy 
Scouts, Cub Scouts, and the Connecticut Surfrider Chapter at beaches and parks in the 
city.  
 
Although the Earth Day 2011 organizer was unavailable for specific information, it is 
believed that the 2011 event had the same or greater level of participation as the 2010 
event.  During Earth Day 2010, 250 scouts and 100 civilians (many from local eco-
service groups) volunteered approximately 1,400 hours cleaning 7 parks (8 locations 
planned for in 2011).  The 2010 clean-up included the removal of 100 tires and 20 cubic 
yards of trash.  Volunteered repaired 1 mile of trail, removed of over 9,500 square feet 
of invasive brush, planted 200 native wetland plugs, and cleaned 50 feet of clogged 
drainage pipes (see Appendix B for more information).  The activities planned for the 
2011 event included planting a native wetland garden (plant 200 native wetland flower 
plugs), repairing park kiosk, restoring blueberry garden (plant 
blueberry/strawberry/black eyed Susan), invasive brush cutting, painting, installing 
kiosks, cleaning marked trails, trash removal, general trail repair, tree planting, and re-
staining lookout tower.  According to a Patch.com article, the 2011 event also included 
propane tank and prescription medication disposal and a residents “free day” where 
unwanted items could be left at the curb for others to pick up and all unwanted items 
would be disposed of by the City (see Appendix B). 
 
The Connecticut Surfrider Chapter completed a beach clean-up at Walnut Beach on 
May 7, 2011 and another at the same beach associated with their Annual Surfing Day on 
June 18, 2011 (Appendix B for more information). 
 
Milford elementary students organize an annual clean-up at Walnut Beach, Silver Sands, 
and Wildemere Beach in conjunction with Save the Sound.  The event typically cleans 
about 1.5 miles of beach shoreline.  Additionally, at the May 7, 2011 event, 1,000 flyers 
were distributed as well as information on the Walnut Beach Association and Save the 
Sound (CT Fund for the Environment) websites. 
 

 In 2011, Environmental Science students from the Jonathan Law High School removed 
invasive plants (as well as garbage and debris) from the reservoir area behind their 
school. 
 

 Storm drain stenciling by the ECC and their volunteers – Thus far, the ECC has 
stenciled most of the area east of Milford Harbor and south of Post Road, around the 
Harbor and Gulf Pond areas, and the shoreline from Devon to the Oyster River.  
According to Ann Berman, member of the ECC, storm drain stenciling has been 
completed in the majority of the community, although there are some areas that may 
need additional stencils. 
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 The Connecticut Surfrider Chapter sponsored again in 2011 a storm drain marker 
design contest, in which storm drain markers will be produced using the winning design 
and distributed to local groups (see Appendix B for more information). 

 

3.4 Website 

The City of Milford’s website currently includes links to other web pages, as well as to City 
documents (such as the Stormwater Management Plan and Annual Reports).  The City’s 
webpage also currently includes links to the Connecticut Department of Energy and 
Environmental Protection, Milford ECC, Tree Commission, Conservation Commission, Flood 
and Erosion Control Board, Inland Wetlands Agency, and Plan of Conservation and 
Development mapping (e.g., existing open space, model habitat viewing trail, natural resource 
features, and open space corridors). 
 

3.5 Watershed Study 

The Inland Wetlands Agency is collaborating with the Southwest Conservation District on a 
study of the lower Wepawaug River Watershed.  The MIS and Engineering Division have 
provided maps of catch basin locations and stormwater discharge points within the watershed. 
The sub-watersheds are being assessed to determine possible control strategies for preventing 
sediment from reaching the river.  Also included in this project are an inventory, assessment, 
and evaluation of stormwater outfalls for potential retrofit opportunities to reduce non-point 
source pollutant loadings to the Wepawaug River and its tributaries.  The City is currently 
implementing a catch basin retrofit effort as a CT DEEP Supplemental Environmental Project 
to replace a number of conventional catch basins in the downtown area with deep sump, 
hooded catch basins. As part of this Watershed Study, the City is also investigating the 
feasibility of restoring three ponds along the Wepawaug River that have been adversely 
impacted by stormwater runoff.  Fuss & O’Neill, the City’s consultant, is conducting a 
feasibility study for dredging the three ponds, including an assessment of the quantity and 
quality of accumulated sediment and developing conceptual dredging designs and associated 
cost estimates. 
 

3.6 Plan Modifications 

No modifications to the public education component of the Stormwater Management Plan are 
planned at this time. 
 

3.7 Activities Planned for 2012 

The CT DEEP MS4 General Permit was reissued (without modification) on January 12, 2009 
and January 9, 2011 and will expire on January 8, 2013.  The City will continue to implement 
the SWMP according to the requirements of the current general permit.  Milford will implement 
requirements of the new permit, including modifications to this SWMP as necessary, when it is 
issued.  Activities planned for 2012 include: 
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 The City will continue to work with the partnership of governmental agencies, 
businesses, community programs (i.e., Alternative to Incarceration Program), concerned 
citizens, and community groups such as the ECC, Boy Scouts, and Connecticut 
Surfrider chapter to participate in their environmental efforts, as well as to sponsor and 
support clean-up projects and environmental events. 
 

 The City will provide links to the Stormwater Management Plan, annual reports (upon 
completion), and other water quality related information on the City’s website.  Other 
links could include ECC brochures. 
 

 The ECC will work with additional individuals and organizations on the storm drain 
stenciling program to replace missing markers and install new markers. 
 

 Continue to work with the Southwest Conservation District on the lower Wepawaug 
River Watershed study and implementation efforts. 

 

4 Illicit Discharge Detection/Elimination 

4.1 Illicit Discharge Investigation 
Activities 

The City of Milford is implementing a formal process and procedures for logging and 
responding to public complaints, including those associated with illicit discharges.  A complaint 
tracking and asset management system (CarteGraph) is available to City staff and is being 
maintained by the City’s MIS department.  It is currently being used by the following City 
departments: 
 

 DPW 
 Engineering Division 
 Wastewater 
 Inland Wetlands 
 Department of Health 

 
The City has incorporated mechanisms to include information received from the Milford 
Health Department and other government and citizen groups and agencies. 
 
Illicit discharges will be documented by the DPW as they are detected and reported. The 
documentation (i.e., log, file, or other appropriate format) will include but is not limited to the 
following information: 
 

 Location 
 Type 
 Date Identified 
 Identified By 
 Estimated Flow 
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 Scheduled for Repair/Action 
 
The documentation is maintained on file in the DPW administrative offices located at 83 Ford 
Street, Milford, Connecticut.  The information will be accessible to the public during normal 
business hours Monday through Friday.  The Department’s clerical staff will be responsible for 
accepting and recording public written or telephone complaints for potential illicit discharges.  
These complaints will be referred through the Department of Public Works to field personnel 
for proper assessment and correction (as necessary). 
 
The DPW clerical staff will also receive and record illicit discharge detection information 
received from other City Departments including the Mayor’s Office.  Citizen may also submit a 
comment via the City webpage.  These comments are read by MIS staff and directed to the 
appropriate department.  In the case of stormwater questions/concerns, the DPW would be 
notified.  The questions posted are answered directly on the website so all web visitors have 
access to the information. 
 
One illicit discharge was identified in 2011. A small amount of sanitary wastewater was 
discharged to the ground surface during testing of a City sewer line on West Avenue.  The 
discharge resulted from the improper removal of a construction plug in the sewer line.  The 
plug was removed, and the illicit discharge was eliminated shortly after it started.  The 
discharged material was cleaned and properly disposed of. 
 
The Milford DPW works to prevent instances of depositing lawn care waste (leaves, grass 
clippings) in city storm drainage structures. 
 

4.2 Illicit Discharge Removal 
Activities 

Milford collects leaf litter in bags rather than from loose piles.  The Department of Public 
Works is actively working to prevent citizens from depositing leaves and other lawn litter in 
catch basins and storm drainage structures.  The City has seen a change in behavior over the 
past few years and has observed a reduction in this type of activity. 
 
Once an illicit discharge has been detected and documented, the Department of Public Works, 
in conjunction with the Milford Health Department or other governmental agencies, as 
appropriate, will take necessary actions to diagnose and eliminate the discharge as necessary.  
The actions taken to correct and/or eliminate the illicit discharges will then be documented in a 
log, file, or other appropriate format including the following information: 
 

 Location

 Cost 
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4.3 Storm Sewer Mapping 

The City’s Engineering Division and MIS Department has completed mapping the City’s storm 
sewer system (±1,000 outfalls), including pipe size, type, description of flow, and photographs 
of the outfalls.  An initial outfall map that meets the general permit requirements has been 
completed and submitted to CT DEEP on January 24, 2006.  The outfall map is updated as 
new information becomes available and was reprinted in August 2010 for the City’s 2008/2009 
Annual Report.  An example of the outfall data collected was included with the City’s 
2008/2009 Annual Report as was a copy of the latest Storm Sewer Outfall Locations map. 
 

4.4 Stormwater and Sewer 
Connections 

In 2011 the City approved a total of 4 permits for connections to the City’s stormwater 
drainage system, 93 permits for private connections to the City’s sanitary sewer system, and 49 
permits for commercial connections to the sewer system.  The connections to the stormwater 
system included connections to catch basins and drainage pipe. 
 
Applicants who request a connection to the stormwater drainage system must sign an 
agreement with the City which states that only “clear and uncontaminated water” will be 
discharged to the City’s system.  A copy of the agreement was included with a prior year’s 
annual report. 
 

4.5 Plan Modifications 

No modifications to the Illicit Discharge component of the Stormwater Management Plan are 
planned at this time. 

 

4.6 Activities Planned for 2012 

The CT DEEP MS4 General Permit was reissued (without modification) on January 12, 2009 
and January 9, 2011 and will expire on January 8, 2013.  The City will continue to implement 
the SWMP according to the requirements of the current general permit.  Milford will implement 
requirements of the new permit, including modifications to this SWMP as necessary, when it is 
issued.  Activities planned for 2011 include: 
 

 The City will continue to work with the partnership of governmental agencies, 
businesses, concerned citizens and citizen groups such as the ECC to develop programs 
to detect and eliminate illicit discharges. 

 The City will continue to implement a centralized complaint tracking and asset 
management system, including tracking complaints and response to potential illicit 
discharges. 

 The City Code and associated land use and health regulations will be reviewed to ensure 
illicit detection and elimination requirements are being met, that the City has the ability 
to identify and remove illicit discharges, and for necessary changes to comply with the 
SWMP and the CT DEEP Phase II general permit. The City will also review potential 
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model ordinances available from the CT DEEP and other Connecticut municipalities 
for potential applicability to Milford.  The City will begin to implement changes as 
necessary to ensure consistency with the General Permit. 
 

5 Construction Site Runoff Controls 

5.1 Construction Plans Reviewed 

The DPW, Engineering Division, and the Inland Wetlands Agency (when necessary) review 
construction plans for new construction, redevelopment projects, and/or alterations to assess 
compliance with the City’s Soil Erosion and Sediment Control Ordinance.  The Engineering 
Division is responsible for the review of proposed subdivisions and commercial developments, 
Inland Wetland reviews proposed development projects and activities within jurisdictional 
wetland areas, and the DPW typically reviews site plans for single family houses.  The Planning 
and Zoning Department relies on the engineering reports from the Engineering Division.  
Reviews are based on guidance contained in the 2004 Connecticut Stormwater Quality Manual and 
2002 Connecticut Guidelines for Erosion and Sediment Control, as amended. 
 
In 2011, the Inland Wetlands Agency received and reviewed 15 applications.  Of those 
applications, 8 sites exceeded one acre in size and 2 of those had land disturbance of over one 
acre. 
 

5.2 Construction Activities 
Commenced 

In 2011, the Engineering Division issued and provided survey and inspection services for 517 
street opening permits, 93 residential and 49 commercial sanitary sewer connection permits, and 
156 curb-sideway-driveway approach-handicap ramp permits.  In addition, 51 off street projects 
and 8 subdivision applications were reviewed and approved. 
 
The Inland Wetland Agency monitored 18 sites during 2011.  The Inland Wetlands Agency 
maintains a database of sites with wetland permits, including site size and size of disturbance. 
 

5.3 Construction Site Inspection 

Three (3) City inspectors are available to complete construction site inspections. Three (3) 
members of the Planning and Zoning Department can act as enforcement agents.  Sites are 
inspected for conformance with the Soil Erosion and Sediment Control Ordinance and 
approved construction plans.  The City requires that owners/developers of larger projects 
conduct their own construction site inspections with submission of reports to the Inland 
Wetlands Agency. 
 
On-site inspections are made by the Engineering Division, DPW, and Planning and Zoning 
Department staff throughout the construction process (as frequent as daily for large projects).  
In addition, the Building Inspector typically performs hundreds of inspections each year. 
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Although the primary goal of these inspections is not to inspect for soil erosion and sediment 
issues, the inspector will note any observed erosion and sedimentation problems and notify 
either the Planning and Zoning Department or the Engineering Division. 
 
Inspectors record field notes in log books. Important comments are included on the project 
permit for future signature, and any sketches made by inspectors are scanned and downloaded 
to the City’s centralized asset management system.  A laptop computer is available to the 
Engineering Division inspectors for in-the-field use.  The Planning and Zoning Department 
and Inland Wetlands Agency also require as-built drawings, which are also scanned into the 
City’s electronic system. 
 
Enforcement actions were taken when necessary and all items/concerns were addressed by the 
site contractors or developers.  The Inland Wetland Agency issued 3 violations in 2011. 
 
The Engineering Division issued 2 stop-work orders in 2011 related to stormwater violations. 
 

5.4 Employee Training 

Members of the Inland Wetlands Agency continued to attend periodic training workshops, 
seminars, and courses in 2011.  In 2011, 6 member of the MIWA attended the Connecticut 
Association of Conservation and Inland Wetland Commissioners (CACIWC) annual meeting. 
 
A staff member also attended the Connecticut Association of Wetland Scientists (CAWS) 
annual meeting and training session.  In 2010 the DPW hosted a 10 hour OSHA trainings for 
select City employees in the Highway, Building Maintenance, Engineering, Wastewater 
Divisions. 
 

5.5 Plan Modifications 

No modifications to the Construction Site Runoff component of the Stormwater Management 
Plan are planned at this time. 
 

5.6 Activities Planned for 2012 

The CT DEEP MS4 General Permit was reissued (without modification) on January 12, 2009 
and January 9, 2011 and will expire on January 8, 2013.  The City will continue to implement 
the SWMP according to the requirements of the current general permit.  Milford will implement 
requirements of the new permit, including modifications to this SWMP as necessary, when it is 
issued.  Activities planned for 2011 include: 
 

 Continue inspections and enforcement of existing regulations.  Review regulations to 
consider including provisions for controlling construction wastes such as discarded 
building materials, concrete truck washout, chemicals, litter, and sanitary wastes at the 
construction site that may cause adverse impacts to water quality. 
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 Construction site inspection activity will be documented, including the following 
information: 

o Name 
o Site 
o Type 
o Date Reviewed 
o Date Commences 
o Date Inspected 

 
 The City’s regulations will be reviewed relative to soil erosion and sedimentation control 

requirements, and to ensure that construction projects resulting in land disturbance of 
greater than 1 acre will be tracked for compliance.  The City’s regulations will be 
reviewed for necessary changes to comply with the SWMP and the CT DEEP Phase II 
general permit. The City will also review potential model ordinances available from the 
CT DEEP and other Connecticut municipalities for potential applicability to Milford.  
The City will begin to implement changes as necessary to ensure consistency with the 
General Permit. 

 

6 Post Construction Stormwater Management 

6.1 Plan Review 

The DPW, Engineering Division, and the Inland Wetlands Agency (when necessary) review 
construction plans for post-construction stormwater management considerations, as well as 
general water quality issues.  Many of the reviews are based on guidance contained in the 2004 
Connecticut Stormwater Quality Manual, as amended.  The City’s land use agencies advocate a 
“treatment train” approach to maximize the effectiveness of structural and non-structural 
stormwater Best Management Practices (BMPs).  Current Engineering Division design 
guidelines require that stormwater be retained on-site and that there is no increase in post-
development runoff from the site relative to pre-development conditions. 
 

6.2 Structures Installed 

As in past years, a variety of stormwater control structures were installed in 2011 including one 
underground detention system.  Operation and maintenance plans are submitted to the City as a 
construction site submittal.  The Inland Wetlands Agency requires that a maintenance manual 
be maintained on-site for all stormwater management facilities installed at commercial sites.  
The City does not take ownership of facilities located on private property, and operation and 
maintenance is the responsibility of the owner unless an easement has been granted by the 
property owner to the City. 
 
In 2011, the Subway headquarters installed a pervious pavement parking lot and converted a 
portion of their existing parking lot to pervious pavement.  Additionally, rain barrels were 
installed at a residence on Melba Street. 
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6.3 Structures Inspected 

The structural control measures installed in 2011 were inspected during construction for 
compliance with the approved plans. 
 
The City maintains two Vortechs stormwater treatment units at Fort Trumbull, which are 
inspected and cleaned annually by DPW employees.  The sediment loads to these units have 
apparently been reduced since construction activities at the site have been completed, and less 
frequent cleanings of the units are required. 
 

6.4 Retrofits 

The IWA is currently working with the Southwest Conservation District on a stormwater 
retrofit program for the Wepawaug River from the Boston Post Road to Milford Harbor.  The 
Conservation District is reviewing the existing stormwater system and will submit a report with 
suggestions on how to better remove silts and sands from the system to prevent siltation of the 
River.  The City is currently implementing a catch basin retrofit effort as a CT DEEP 
Supplemental Environmental Project to replace a number of conventional catch basins in the 
downtown area with deep sump, hooded catch basins. 
 

6.5 Plan Modifications 

No modifications to the Post Construction component of the Stormwater Management Plan 
are planned at this time. 
  

6.6 Activities Planned for 2012 

The CT DEEP MS4 General Permit was reissued (without modification) on January 12, 2009 
and January 9, 2011 and will expire on January 8, 2013.  The City will continue to implement 
the SWMP according to the requirements of the current general permit.  Milford will implement 
requirements of the new permit, including modifications to this SWMP as necessary, when it is 
issued.

 The City of Milford will continue to develop procedures for addressing post 
construction BMPs for all residential and commercial projects.  Construction site 
inspection activities will be documented including the following information: 

o Project, 
o Site, 
o Type Structure, 
o Date Installed, 
o Date Inspected. 

 
 The City’s regulations will be reviewed relative to post construction stormwater 

management requirements, and to ensure that construction projects resulting in land 
disturbance of greater than one acre will be tracked for compliance.  The City’s 
regulations will be reviewed for necessary changes to comply with the SWMP and the 
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CT DEEP Phase II general permit.  The City will also review potential model 
ordinances available from the CT DEEP and other Connecticut municipalities for 
potential applicability to Milford.  The City will begin to implement changes as 
necessary to ensure consistency with the General Permit. 

 

7 Pollution Prevention/Good Housekeeping 

7.1 Employee Training Conducted 

As a result of implementing a Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) for the DPW 
Yard, the garage employees are equipped to address incidental oil or petroleum spills with on-
site spill response resources. 
 

7.2 Street Sweeping 

The City continues to sweep all streets at a minimum frequency of once per year beginning in 
the spring to remove winter road sand and other debris.  There is a large effort in the early 
spring to sweep all roads in the City.  After the initial sweep the process is repeated for focus 
areas.  The additional sweeping focuses on downtown and low-lying areas (high sediment 
accumulation).  Milford’s downtown area receives weekly sweeping during the spring, summer, 
and fall months. 
 
During 2010, all roads within the City were swept at least once per year (970 roadways). 
 
In 2005, the DPW purchased a “Green Vac,” a small vacuum machine to sweep side walk areas. 
The machine also has a vacuum hose that is used to collect litter and sediment from off-road 
locations.  This sweeper is used weekly where needed, including downtown and in low-lying 
areas.  Street sweepings were stored separately from catch basin cleanings. 
 

7.3 Snow Removal 

The City has completed construction of a municipal salt/sand dome for the proper storage of 
materials.  The City continues to use environmentally responsible sand/salt application 
practices.  City of Milford applied a 7 to 1 ratio, sand and salt mix during the winter of 2010-
2011. 
 

7.4 Catch Basin Cleaning 

There are approximately 7,500 catch basins in the City of Milford.  In 2011 the City continued 
to inspect and clean municipal catch basins (if necessary) and to use the catch basin spoils 
disposal area.  The wastewater created during the cleaning process is filtered through a stone 
filter and then disposed of in a catch basin connected to the municipal sanitary sewer system.  
The catch basin cleaning effort primarily occurs between March and October, resulting in the 
collection of winter debris and fall leaf litter.  Catch basins are also inspected by DPW staff 
while being cleaned.  Any required repairs are reported to supervisors, and corrective measures 
are typically taken within several days. 
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7.5 Construction Activities 

The City continued through 2010 (completed June 2010) with upgrades to the Housatonic and 
Beaverbrook Wastewater Treatment Plants.  The City is currently working to replace the East 
Broadway pump station by eliminating it and building a new West Mayflower Place pump 
station (currently 99% complete). The City has replaced the West Avenue Parallel and 
Buckingham Avenue force mains and East Broadway interceptor.  The City is also working to 
replace the interceptor at Indian River (work started in 11/2011) and upgrade the West Avenue 
Pump Station (preparing to go out for bids). 
 
Both projects required the use of erosion and sediment controls to prevent stormwater 
pollution.  The Housatonic plant upgrade project also required the temporary re-routing of a 
stormwater line to allow for the construction. 
 
In most cases, contractors are hired to complete larger construction projects for the City, such 
as the pump station and treatment plant upgrades.  The Highway Department may occasionally 
conduct small construction and maintenance projects that require soil erosion and sediment 
controls (i.e., hay bales, filter fabric sediment bags in catch basins).  The City may complete a 
small number of projects which are typically very short in duration.  Generally, subsurface work 
on these projects is completed within 2-3 hours of ground breaking.  Appropriate controls are 
installed and maintained throughout the duration of these projects, as necessary.  The 2002 
Connecticut Guidelines for Soil Erosion and Sediment Control are used as a guide by City staff. 
 

7.6 System Upgrades/Repairs 

There were no significant system upgrades or repairs in 2011 although catch basins are 
frequently rebuilt or repaired by the City. 
 

7.7 Complaint Response 

Complaints to the City regarding the general housekeeping of municipal facilities are directed to 
the appropriate department for investigation and response.  The DPW tracks and responds to 
public complaints using the City’s centralized complaint tracking and asset management system. 
Requests from the public are typically received in the early spring for prompt sweeping of 
winter road sand and cleaning of catch basins.  City staff spent 20 hours per week in 2011 
responding to nuisance flooding and other catch basin-related complaints, as well as addressing 
known problem areas. 
 

7.8 Spill Response Activities 

Significant spills of oil and hazardous material (> 5 gallons) are handled by the Milford Fire 
Department.  The CT DEEP is notified of these situations as they happen.  The Fire 
Department is prepared to respond to hazardous spills within the City.  City staff (excluding fire 
fighters) did not participate in any significant spill response activities during 2011. 
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The Highway Department facility maintains spill response supplies including speedy-dry, 
absorbent pads, and containment booms. 
 

7.9 Municipal Litter Removal 

In 2011, DPW staff removed approximately 3,000 yards of trash and other materials after 
Hurricane Irene including, but not limited to, pool liners, leaves, boards, logs and tarps. 
 

7.10 Transfer Station 

Managerial oversight of the City’s Transfer Station (Oronoque Road) falls under the jurisdiction 
of the DPW’s Solid Waste Division.  The Solid Waste Division is responsible for the collection 
of garbage, recyclables, and bulky waste from residences and for removal of garbage from 
public buildings and schools.  Freon is removed from bulky waste items by a certified service 
contractor prior to disposal. 
 
In 2011, the Solid Waste Division continued to collected garbage, cardboard and residential 
recyclables.  The Bulky Waste Collection Program continued to collect tires, bulk metal, and 
leaves.  Residents also continued to bring waste oil to the Transfer Station for disposal.  In 
2011, the City of Milford Public Works Yard continued to accept residents’ electronics for 
recycling. 
 

7.11 Household Hazardous Waste 
Collection 

Milford residents are directed to bring hazardous wastes to the Regional Water Authority 
HazWaste Central in New Haven for free disposal.  A wide range of materials are accepted 
including cleaners, batteries, fertilizers, and pesticides.  HazWaste Central also sponsors 
Hometown Days when volunteers from various communities donate their time in support of 
environmental protection.  In 2011, Milford households continued to bring hazardous wastes 
and/or waste oil to Hazwaste Central and collection event for proper disposal. 
 

7.12 Municipal Facility Inspection 

The City performs routine inspections of its facilities to maintain them in a neat and orderly 
condition.  The DPW performs weekly inspections and cleaning of their facilities. The DPW 
Director and various foremen conduct weekly inspections.  At the DPW Garage facility, the 
foreman completes a checklist that addresses waste management areas, secondary containment, 
the oil/water separator, and waste streams.  Inspection records are maintained by the foreman 
as part of the SWPPP/SPCC implementation program. 
 
The City completed a Comprehensive Site Compliance Evaluation (CSCE) at the Highway 
Garage facility associated with the facility’s permit for the Discharge of Stormwater Associated 
with Industrial Activities in 2011. 
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7.13 Habitat Restoration 

Using funds from the State Bond Commission ($23,000) the Cities of Milford and West Haven 
partnered to remove the invasive plant Phragmities australis (common reed) from the Oyster 
River.  The three-year program started in spring of 2011 and will continue through Spring 2014.  
State Licensed contractors will cut the phragmities and spray them with an approved herbicide 
once each year.  As the invasive plants are removed and their growth stunted, the native 
vegetation will return to the river.  The native vegetation will provide food source and 
harborage for birds along the fly-way and help to restore the natural hydrology of the area. 
 

7.14 Plan Modifications 

No modifications to the Pollution Prevention/Good Housekeeping component of the 
Stormwater Management Plan are planned at this time. 
 

7.15 Activities Planned for 2012 

The CT DEEP MS4 General Permit was reissued (without modification) on January 12, 2009 
and January 9, 2011 and will expire on January 8, 2013.  The City will continue to implement 
the SWMP according to the requirements of the current general permit.  Milford will implement 
requirements of the new permit, including modifications to this SWMP as necessary, when it is 
issued.  Activities planned for 2012 include: 
 

 DPW will continue to document municipal facility maintenance activities using the 
City’s asset management system. 
 

 The IWA will begin working with the Fire Department to develop a means for 
properly managing wash water from its vehicles. 
 

 The Highway Department will continue to maintain a list of complaints that it 
receives regarding road and highway maintenance concerns.  This list will be 
maintained using the City’s CarteGraph asset management system. 
 

 The DPW, including the Wastewater Division, will continue to conduct stormwater 
awareness training for appropriate City staff. 
 

 The City Engineering Division and MIS Department will continue to assist in 
mapping the remaining un-mapped or unidentified stormwater outfalls and all 
other components of stormwater drainage system (stormwater detention and 
treatment facilities).  
 

 Continue the stormwater sampling program at the DPW garage as required by the 
CT DEEP Industrial Stormwater General Permit. Follow up on any issues 
identified as a result of stormwater sampling. 
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 Continue to implement SWPPPs for the two (2) City wastewater treatment facilities 
and DPW garage facility under the Industrial Stormwater General Permit.  An 
updated of the SWPPPs is planned for 2011. 
 

 Work with CT DEEP to renew the Milford Transfer Station Underground 
Injection Control (UIC) permit and implement ongoing and revised inspection and 
monitoring requirements. Implement any necessary facility upgrades to maintain 
compliance with the permit. 
 

 Provide pollution prevention and good housekeeping training to Public Works 
employees. 

 

8 Annual Stormwater Monitoring 

The CT DEEP Phase II General Permit requires annual stormwater monitoring of at least two 
municipal stormwater outfalls from each of three land uses (industrial, commercial, and 
residential) for a total of six (6) outfall locations.  Monitoring parameters, procedures, and storm 
event criteria are described in the General Permit. 
 
The City has selected sampling outfalls based on the land use(s) within the drainage areas of the 
outfalls as well as practical considerations including accessibility and proximity to other 
sampling locations.  A field sampling plan describing the sampling objectives, outfall locations, 
sampling parameters, and monitoring procedures for the annual monitoring program was 
included with a prior year’s annual report.  The Stormwater Monitoring Results (SMRs) for 
2011 are included in Appendix C.

Milford's health director insists that the oiling of goose eggs around the duck ponds near City Hall -- which is to begin Saturday -- is a humane approach

to controlling the goose population in the area.

Dr. A. Dennis McBride told MilfordPatch:

-- Geese lay about one egg every day and a half.

-- Geese wait about two weeks for the eggs to accumulate before they start incubating the eggs by sitting on them. This is so the eggs can develop and

hatch simultaneously.

-- The Health Department aims to oil only eggs that have not been incubated.

The Health Department will determine that by testing the eggs to see if they float. If they float, indicating oxygen is being taken in, they will not be oiled. If

they do not float, indicating incubation has not begun, they will be oiled.

"You're not killing any lives," McBride told MilfordPatch.

--Animal rights activists, more specifically People for the Ethical Treatment of Animals, support the method.

"This is positively supported by PETA," McBride said.

-- There have been nasty complaints about the geese.

"I've gotten a complaint already: 'Why don't you just round them up and just gas them?' " he recalled.

-- An overwhelming number of geese could bring health hazards.

"It beats if we have avian flue and the panic it would cause," McBride said.

Avian influenza is rare, but can cause pneumonia or even death.  Since 2003, nearly 400 cases of human infection with highly pathogenic avian influenza

have been reported in Asia, Africa, the Pacific, Europe and the Near East, but never among wild birds, domestic poultry or people in the United States,

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The Milford Health Department will kick off the Geese Peace initiative in Milford over the next few weeks.

Geese Peace programs are structured to reduce or eliminate growing human conflicts with "resident" Canada geese in communities, recreation areas,

and business and commercial complexes in urban/suburban areas and lake

communities across America. Over the past few decades, Canada geese have become residents of many areas, often becoming a nuisance in

recreational parks, play areas, and community grounds, according to the Health Department.

Mayor James L. Richetelli, Jr. said, “This program provides a multifaceted solution to protect the duck pond and health and safety of the public in a

comprehensive, humane way.”

The population of Canada geese in the United States is increasing by 15% annually.

The Geese Peace program provides integrated strategies to deal with such a staggering growth rate in order to address the issue in an effective,

humane manner, the Health Department says.

The Geese Peace program consists of three major strategies:

1. public education

2. population stabilization through egg oiling

3. site aversion.

The Milford Health Department, along with collaborating agencies and volunteers, will begin the first two strategies during the first three weeks of April.

Research has demonstrated that implementation during this time period is critical to having an effective program based on Canada geese behavior

patterns.

Health Department Plans to Oil Geese Eggs
It's all part of the "Geese Peace" Program.

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“Population stabilization through egg oiling is particularly important because it contributes to the long-term reduction in the number of resident Canada

geese at the pond itself,” said Milford Health Director A. Dennis

McBride.

Egg oiling will be carried out by trained volunteers and staff with the permission of property owners in accordance with federal and state permits. Staff and

volunteers will be visiting Milford property owners near the Upper & Lower Duck Ponds to discuss the program and obtain consent.

In addition to egg oiling, the Milford Health Department will conduct a public education campaign that will stress why individuals should not feed the

Canada geese. Well-intentioned people often believe that feeding is beneficial

to the geese, but it often has negative ecological, environmental, and social consequences.

MILFORD — Walking downtown near the upper and lower duck ponds, especially in the summer months, is like a game of

hopscotch as residents try to tiptoe around the Canada geese droppings.

City officials hope to improve the situation with the launch of a “Geese Peace” program, in which health officials and trained

volunteers will begin “oiling” Canada geese eggs in their nests as a way of controlling the population.

See what Milford residents think about plans to control the geese:

“The concern is goose droppings,” said city Health Director A. Dennis McBride.

He said he’s counted about 100 Canada geese, which seem to have taken up residence at the downtown duck ponds. McBride

said health department employees and volunteers will begin “oiling” the eggs in mid-April, finding nests and placing oil on

non-incubated eggs, which prevents goslings from growing inside. The oil prevents oxygen from reaching the eggs.

But McBride stressed that if an egg already is incubated, no oil will be applied, and a gosling should hatch. He said the goal after

the first year is to have the population of Canada geese decline modestly, and the program will not eliminate Canada geese from

downtown, but will make it easier for people to walk around and use the parks by the duck ponds.

“People need not worry about the (Canada) geese disappearing,” McBride said. “There will be plenty of geese left. Over the

years, you hope the population goes down so you can maintain the population. You don’t want a situation where there is a

disease associated with the geese.”

McBride said he hopes for a significant reduction of Canada geese by the ponds. One goose can leave up to 4 pounds of

droppings, he said.

McBride said the Canada geese remain downton year-round. The problem worsens in summer, as goslings hatch and drop their

flight feathers, remaining around the pond for weeks as they graze on the grass. He said the concern is that, because there are

so many geese, they could pass a disease to humans with whom they come into contact. “There is some risk of communicable

diseases,” he said.

McBride said the geese lay eggs once a day for several days in a row, but the eggs will not incubate initially for up to two weeks,

and that is when the oil will be applied, when nothing is growing in the eggs.

“Not until the goose incubates do they grow goslings,” McBride said. “We won’t oil if the eggs are being incubated.”
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He said volunteers will be trained to determine if an egg is incubated or not. McBride said Greenwich has used the “Geese

Peace” program since 2004, and Greenwich volunteers will help train city officials and volunteers. Additionally, People for the

Ethical Treatment of Animals and animal rights groups support the “Geese Peace” program because if the geese are left to

multiply unchecked, the city might have to round them up and euthanize them, McBride said.

McBride added that there are a handful of yellow and white farm geese downtown, which will not be included in the oiling

program.

Laura Simon, field director of the Urban Wildlife Program for the Humane Society of the United States, said she “applauds” the

way the city is handling the situation, and she encouraged other communities to use this “progressive model” instead of killing

the geese.

Another component of the program includes placing signs near the duck ponds, urging residents not to feed the geese. McBride

said people feed the geese bread and popcorn, which is unhealthful for them; the geese are used to a diet of grass, and the

heavy dose of carbohydrates increases their weight and makes it harder for them to fly.

McBride said the program is inexpensive, as all that is needed is a bucket of water, corn oil and gloves. Because many of the

nests are on private property, the health department will be seeking permission from residents to gain access.

“This program provides a multifaceted solution to protect the duck pond and health and safety of the public in a comprehensive,

humane way,” said Mayor James L. Richetelli Jr.

Creamery, nearly 50 people participated in the first Walnut Beach cleanup – spurred by Mackenzie’s enthusiasm!

• Again last year, Mackenzie realized her dream as the beach cleanup drew 75 volunteers. It has become an annual event.

• Mackenzie, now six years old, represents a new generation of conservationists in Milford.

The reservoir area behind Jonathan Law High School has been over-run with invasive plant

species. This semester, students in the Environmental Science class are removing the invasive

species (as well as garbage & debris) from the site as part of their curriculum.

While learning about the impact of invasive species on our local environment, they are learning

about working together to freshen up the area in the hopes that the JLHS community can enjoy that

space once more.

The project was inspired by a similar project called Operation Habitat that was designed and is

implemented by Annaliese Spaziano at The Academy, Milford's alternative high school. At JLHS,

the project began in September and work at the site will continue until the weather becomes too

cold or inhibits their ability to make any progress.

Local Horticulturist and president of the non-profit organization Milford Trees Inc., Bruce

Lindsay, came and

spoke to the students about the importance of controlling invasive plant species in our

neighborhood. He also visited the site and helped students to identify the different types of invasive

plants that reside there.

This project is also being supported by the School for Ethical Education (office located on Wheelers

Farms Rd, Milford) through their Service-Learning Program. The Service Learning aspect has

given the students the tools to practice team building skills and reflection on the impact they are

having within the school community as well as the surrounding community.

There will be a celebration at the end of the semester so that students can showcase the work they

have done to parents, administrators, and hopefully local politicians!

When Save the Sound contacted John Powers asking if he would be interested in coordinating a cleanup this fall, he and his family did not hesitate to get

the ball rolling.

"At 3 years old my daughter, Mackenzie, initiated a local beach cleanup," said Powers.

"I saw a boy on Nick Jr. sorting things in different bins to help cleanup and I wanted to do the same thing and help clean where I live," explained the now

7-year-old Mackenzie.

Mackenzie has been helping coordinate and promote cleanups at Walnut Beach for the past three years, which drew more than 115 volunteers last

spring.

"We lost count at 115 because we were so busy cleaning up," said Powers.

"Today the cleanup is in conjunction with Save The Sound. We are cleaning up about 1 and a half miles of beach but we hope to do the entire shoreline in

Milford in the future," said Powers.

Save The Sound is a program of The Connecticut Fund for the Environment, which coordinates cleanups for the Ocean Conservancy's annual

International Coastal Cleanup.

"We had 30 cleanups going on at the same time in Connecticut this year. This has been a worldwide effort for the past 25 years where hundreds of

thousands of volunteers from different countries clean up the coast and areas of water on the same day," explained Save The Sound's volunteer

coordinator, Kierran Broatch.

"We also compile data as to what was collected at each site. The goal is to stop it at it's source," said Broatch.

near his home.

“If he can do it, I can do it,” Mackenzie told her parents.

"It's good for Mother Earth," she added.

The Powers family, Mackenzie and her parents, John and Joanna Powers, spent enough time at Walnut Beach near their house to know that it needed

cleaning.

Now, at the age of “almost 7,” Mackenzie is looking forward to the third clean-up on May 7between 11:00 a.m. and 1:00 p.m..

“We had 50 people the first year. Then 75 last year. This year, we’re going to have 100,” she said confidently.

Walnut Beach Creamery came on as a partner

by donating ice cream for the participants. For 2011, there will be 1,000 flyers distributed as well as information on the Walnut Beach Association website

and the Save The Sound (CT Fund for the Environment) website.

This year there will be adult and children’s size gloves and plenty of bags for the clean-up. And Walnut Beach Creamery is donating ice cream for the first

100 participants.

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Mackenzie described the first clean-up and what she anticipates this year.

While the first year’s turnout limited the cleanup to Walnut Beach and Silver Sands, she hopes that this year they can go as far as Wildemere Beach.

“I want 100 people,” she said.

In recognition of her commitment to the environment and the project, Mackenzie was honored by the Milford Conservation Committee as Youth

Conservationist of the Year at a meeting of the Board of Aldermen earlier this year.

“I got to shake the mayor’s hand,” she recalls. “He gave me the award.”

More than 200 volunteers were out Saturday cleaning up our town.

Boys and Girl Scouts, Jonathan Law football team, Alternative Education students, Save The Sound, Women's Garden Club, Mayor Richetelli, Bic

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Drain markers are colorful, long-lasting markers that are affixed to storm drain inlets and street gutter
catchbasins to remind people that only rain should enter these inlets that connect our roads and parking lots to
our local streams. Through drain marking activities, students and residents alike can be educated about the
harmful effects of non-point source pollution. Non-point source pollution affects ecosystems, the beauty and
health of coastal lands and waters, and even the economy. The largest source of non-point source pollution is
runoff, which occurs when rain and melted snow moves over and through the ground collecting harmful
pollutants and depositing them into local streams and rivers and eventually into the ocean.
