Consideration of Minutes 
 Commissioners’ O’Connell and Worroll made and seconded a motion to approve the minutes of the Regular Meeting held March 10, 2021 as presented.  Motion carried unanimously.

Chairman’s Report

Chairman Amato reported they are on track for a great season.  He also reported Vice Chairman Healey is on a Zoom call (in the office) with the Sewer Commission regarding the water rate adjustment and would be joining the meeting shortly.  Chairman Amato asked the Commission to contact Vice Chairman Healey with any concerns.  Chairman Amato stated he would be having surgery making him unavailable for 5-6 weeks.

Committee Reports

a) Building and Grounds – no report.

b) Financial Advisor – Commissioner Worroll reported balances in the accounts as of 
April 14, 2021 as follows: repair/maintenance $15,203, secretarial fees $150, postage $50, Fund 18 $184,614 and Open Space $170,419.  He stated in the Project 1 account $2.944, and Project 2 $840.

Unfinished Business
a)  AED/CPR – Vice Chairman Healey reported he spoke with Karen and he is working with her to schedule the employees for training.  He reported he gave her the name of an EMT available to do the training.
b)  Commissioners’ Plaque – Commissioner O’Connell reported the plaque was received and would-be put-on display in the clubhouse.  He stated the plaque contains the names of all members of the Golf Commission.
c) Sewer/water bill – Vice Chairman Healey reported he attended the Sewer Commission meeting tonight where they took up the issue of the sewer/water rates with the golf course.  He explained the background with the bill and how it was put back rate, 3 units not the 4 units they had been billing the course for years.  He continued with a detailed explanation.  He stated the Sewer Commission suspended the $7,000 bill and the course would be going back to the previous billing which states the course only uses domestic water.   
VIII.    Management’s Report (N.E. Golf Company)
Mr. McNeil reported the leagues are up and running this week.  He reported he has been meeting with teachers/golf professionals for clinics for teaching opportunities.  Mr. McNeil stated he would have more information at the next meeting.  He also reported the on-line system is working phenomenally.

a) Report on Rounds – Mr. McNeil reiterated today was a good day with 123 rounds played.  He reported a history of rounds as follows: 2019 – 842, 2020 - 948 and 2021 – 2,056.  He distributed a Rounds Summary to commission members.

b) Rates - Vice Chairman Healey brought to the attention of the Commission an error with last year’s rates in the contract and therefore how the RFP went out.  He explained the contract with Tournament Turf had incorrect numbers.  Vice Chairman stated rates should be as follows:

Vice Chairman Healey and Commissioner O’Connell made and seconded a motion to revert to last year’s weekly rates to read:  Adults - $16.75 and Seniors/Juniors $14.50.  Motion carried unanimously.

Being no further business, Commissioners’ Worroll and Healey made and seconded a motion to adjourn.  Motion carried unanimously.
