A. CALL TO ORDER

B. CONSIDERATION OF MINUTES
· Kelly Martin made a motion to accept the minutes to the meeting on  
January 13, 2020.

D. EARTH / ARBOR DAY
· Nancy Iddings indicated that the application was accepted for the 50th Anniversary of Earth Day, on the Milford Green. The event will take place on April 25, 2020 (Earth Day) from 9:30 am - 3:30 pm on the Milford Green at Fowler Pavilion.  The rain date will be May 2, 2020.  Non-profit and information booths will be set up on the Green and Bryan Mancini will arrange to have a tree planted in the Arboretum to commemorate Earth Day in the City of Milford.
E.  TREE WARDEN REPORT / STREET TREE MATTERS
· Bryan Mancini and Steve Johnson, newly appointed Assistant Public Works Director, looked at 4 different sections of town today, March 9, 2020: Depot Road, Shelly Circle, Ashburn Lane and Sheffield Lane – on Shelly Circle there are many diseased trees that need to come down.  On Ashburn, all trees must come down, either from disease or sidewalk lifts – except for one tree that has been paused from being removed – a Red Maple. Numerous trees on Depot and Sheffield as well are either diseased or are lifting the sidewalk and will also have to come down. All the Ash trees on Centennial Avenue – approximately 100 tress – must be removed beause of Emerald Ash Borer (EAD) dieease.
· Development of a Street Tree Planting List – The revised list is now under final review and then will be available as an official document offered for Milford street trees that are recommended for planting by the Milford Tree Commission. . 
F.ARBORETUM
· Plaques – The Memorial Plaques are with Bryan Mancini and will be coordinating with Milford Trees, Inc. in and will be installed in early spring. 
G. TREE NURSERY 
· At this time, the Milford Tree Commission as decided to remove this from this group.
H.  REVIEW OF TREE POLICIES 
· Tabled until next month. This is being reviewed by the CTPA lawyer.
I.   STREET TREE REPLACEMENTS/TREE REQUESTS 

· Mayor’s Initiative – Steve Johnson indicated that the project should begin sometime in the spring.

K.  INTER-AGENCY REVIEW MATTERS
· 40 Quirk Road – (Doggy Day Care) “Dogtopia” – they have no landscape plans – Bryan Mancini recommends they plant 2 trees in front.  Bryan will write the letter of recommendation.
· 526 Naugatuck Avenue – 830G Housing – 9 Units - Bryan Mancini recommends one street tree (Little Leaf Linden) and 2 shade trees – The plans meet and exceed the standard.  Bryan Mancini will write the recommendation letter.
