III.
Consideration of Minutes of the regular meeting held on March 11, 2020. 
Commissioners’ O’Connell and Healey made and seconded a motion to approve the minutes of the Regular Meeting held March 11, 2020 as presented. Motion carried unanimously.

Chairman’s Report

Chairman Amato thanked Commissioners’ O’Connell and Healey for keeping the Commission up to date as to the daily changes and what they could and could not do at the golf course.  He stated little by little things moved in the direction of getting the course open with certain caveats.  He stated Commissioners’ O’Connell and Healey met with management to make sure the proper protocols from the State and local health department were followed.

Committee Reports

a) Building and Grounds – Vice Chairman Healey reported the new ice machine is in, has been installed and functioning well.  He stated they should have no problem keeping the jugs filled.  He also reported the recycling bins, trash and recyclables are out throughout the course.  Vice Chairman Healey reported repairs to the chimney are complete.  He also reported the new red, white and blue markers are out.  Vice Chairman Healey reported a few loads of topsoil were delivered and added to tees 1 and 6 removed and the area around tee 7 was trimmed.  Vice Chairman Healey stated he was pleased to report the snow shelf on North Street has been cleared and cleaned of all excess brush.  He reported all electric carts have been serviced.  He stated there were some minor issued with the timers, but that has been resolved.  Vice Chairman Healey reported Malico has been to the course, to look at 3, 4, 7 and the putting green.  He stated the building fencing has been power washed.  Vice Chairman Healey reported the irrigation system which is 20 years old was replaced.  Finally, he reported the water line from Eisenhower Park splash park has been put on hold. 

Commissioner Worroll added the carpets in the clubhouse were cleaned.


b) Financial Advisor – Commissioner Worroll reported balances as of June 10, 2020 in the following accounts: Repair/maintenance $451, Secretarial fees $100, Water account $5,423, Fund 18 $162,684 and Open Space $98,833 and Project Account $11,791. 

Commissioner Worroll stated he is waiting on a few bills including the bill for the irrigation system, as well as the water bill.  He stated he anticipated the water bill to be around $1,200.


c) Tribute to former Commissioners – Commissioner Worroll reported after much research, they were looking at a simple plaque.  He read proposed language for the plaque.  

Commissioner O’Connell suggested using a larger font.  He also commented it shows the commitment and dedication of our former commissioners.

Chairman Amato asked about a plaque for former Commissioner Ron Peruzzi.

Commissioner O’Connell made a motion the Commission move forward with ordering the plaque for the bench based on the information provided.  Commissioner Worroll seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.
Mr. Smith asked if the contractor looked at the irrigation lines before pouring the cement pads.

Vice Chairman Healey stated Malico worked with Tim Mars.  A brief discussion ensued.

New Business 

          a)  Report on Rounds 

Mr. Fabrizio referred the Commission to handout for the report on rounds.  He noted March was on pace to be one of the best years, unfortunately COVID hit.  He stated April had zero rounds played as the course was closed.  In May they were on pace for a good month, but then lost 5 days.  Mr. Fabrizio stated things have now picked up and if continue they should be on a good pace going forward.  He reported a decline in revenue for carts because only one person can be in the cart.  He also reported pull carts are down slightly.

Commissioner Healey asked the affect of cart usage for leagues.  He also pointed out it was his understanding members from the same household could be in a cart.
Mr. Fabrizio added they are receiving information they are loosening up with respect to care givers

Commissioner O’Connell asked if they were looking for additional push carts, possibly 4 more.

Mr. Fabrizio stated the push carts are popular with the younger crowds.  He suggested to order just 2 at this time.   A brief discussion ensued.  

Commissioners’ O’Connell and Nash made and seconded a motion to purchase three (3) traditional 3-wheel pushcarts, if funding is available.  Motion carried unanimously.

a) Contract with Tournament Turf Care 

Commissioners’ Healey and O’Connell made and seconded a motion to enter Executive Session to discuss the contract with Tournament Turf Care.  Motion carried unanimously.

The Commission entered Executive Session at 5:54 p.m.
