CGS 8-24 APPROVAL – Request by William Saley for abandonment by the City    of Milford of a portion of land in front of 88 Milford Point Road, located on Map 6, Block 86, Parcel 2, in the R-5 Zone, of which William Saley is the owner.


Justin Falco, Esq., Fasone & Falco, West Haven, CT, representing William Saley of 88 Milford Point Road.  Home was built in 1928 prior to regulations and setback requirements.  Home had been burned down by the former tenant in April of 2015.  No work or repairs could be done on the house due to an arson investigation, the result of which was a guilty plea for deliberately setting the fire by the tenant.  

While in the process of applying for permits to rebuild and elevate the house, Mr. Saley learned that a small portion of the home sits in the right-of-way owned by the City.  The Board has the map that shows the area in question.  The home will be built in the existing footprint that exists today and eliminate the entryway closest to the street, so the footprint will be slightly smaller.

No concerns were issued by the City departments involved.  The new City Engineer made some comments, which will be reviewed when the Board of Aldermen reviews the matter.
Attorney Falco distributed a site plan that showed the portion of the City right-of-way that protrudes onto Mr. Saley’s lot and then connects to the property at One Sand Street, but not in a straight line.  The map indicates the right-of-way line would be straightened out to be equal to the abutting properties.  This will not affect any neighbor or set a precedent in the area.

30 EAST BROADWAY (ZONE CDD-2)  Petition of Thomas B. Lynch, Esq., for approval of a Minor Amendment to a Special Permit and Coastal Management Site Plan Review to construct two four-unit residential buildings, (A and D), on Map 16, Block 149, Parcel 7, of which Beach Village, LLC is the owner.

Thomas B. Lynch, Esq., 63 Cherry Street, Milford,  representing Beach Shore Village, LLC for a Minor Amendment to a Special Permit and Coastal Area Management Site Plan Review.  This application was heard on December 1st along with an application to amend certain sections of the zoning regulations related to the property located in the CDD-2 zone.  This item was re-agendaed for tonight’s meeting because this particular application was omitted from the December 4, 2015 agenda. 

The Board approved the amended text regulation change and voted approval separately on the Minor Amendment to the Special Permit and Coastal Mangement Site Plan that had been presented, but not noted on the agenda.


Upon subsequent discussions with the City Planner and City Attorney, it was decided to put this application back on tonight’s agenda.  

Attorney Lynch requested that all the information presented by the architect, engineer and himself at the December 1st meeting  be incorporated by reference into the meeting minutes tonight.
Mr. Sulkis:  The agenda was missing the above two items.  Although the Board approved them that evening, it was decided it would be best to place it on the agenda and let the Board re-vote to affirm what they did on December 1st.
Attorney Lynch:  Noted as a Minor Amendment this was not a public hearing.  No further comment, exhibits or testimony has been given.  It is an agenda item for tonight’s meeting and not a public hearing.

Mr. Mead:  Questioned if it was not on the agenda, was it not on the public notice?
Mr. Sulkis:  Whatever was required for notification in the paper was done correctly.  Only the agenda did not indicate all the applications for this address that were being submitted.  Only the agenda did not indicate all of the applications submitted for this review.  The public did not see this agenda as an agenda item, but it would not have been listed as a public hearing where they could comment on it.  

Attorney Lynch:  There was a public hearing that night for the Application to Amend the Zoning Regulations.  For tonight the application is for a Minor Amendment to the Site Plan (sic).  This is not a public hearing.
