701 NORTH STREET (ZONE R-A) – Petition of Westcott and Mapes, Inc. for approval to create a six lot re-subdivision on Map 107, Block 801, Parcels 27, 27B and 28, of which Stone Preserve, LLC is the owner.

100 RATON DRIVE (ZONE LI) – Petition of Keith Buda, PE, for Site Plan Review approval to construct an addition to an existing building with associated parking on Map 73, Block 928, Parcel 4Q, of which SCS Direct Mail Order, Inc., is the owner.

Keith Buda, PE, Pereira Engineering in Shelton, representing the Applicant, SCS Direct  Mail.   Described the plans to construct an addition to the existing building and expansion of the existing parking at the location.  Parcel is approximately 2.3 ac.  He described all aspects of the site plan.
Staff:  Sewers are not functioning yet.  Depending on the timing of completion of the project they may have to utilize the septic system, for which they will need the Health Department’s approval.  When the sewers are functional they will have to go to the Sewer Commission for their approval to hook into the sewers.
Discussion:  Mr. Nichol asked if other businesses were located at that same location.  Mr. Buda was not aware of any.  Mr. Moore asked for more details on the lighting plan.  Mr. Buda gave further information regarding the lighting.
Motion:    By Ms. Cervin for approval conditioned upon approval from the Health Department for septic tank use and Sewer Commission when the building is to be hooked up to the sanitary sewers.

189 SEASIDE AVENUE – SUBDIVISION BOND REDUCTION – Petition of Angelo Lisi for the reduction of a subdivision bond from $21,000.00 to $2,100.00 for one year maintenance, in accordance with the memo from Chris Saley, Public Works Director, dated October 3, 2014.

Mr. Sulkis:  Explained the Board’s role in releasing subdivision bonds which are calculated and paid for by the applicant when his subdivision is approved by the Board.

105 HILLSIDE AVENUE (ZONE R-5) Petition of Stephen Bellis, Esq. for Coastal Area Management Site Plan Review approval to construct a single family residence on Map 49, Block 724, Parcel 14, of which Esquire Development LLC. Is the owner.

The question of whether to add on the CAM application for 105 Hillside Avenue was discussed, since the Board had not received plans or prior notice of the application.  The applicant was under the impression he was scheduled for tonight’s meeting, but was unaware there were comments from the City Engineer that were necessary for him to address before the Engineer  and Director of Public Works would approve the plan.  John Gaucher of the DEEP had conditionally approved the plans.
It was Mr. Sulkis’ opinion that the Board should not hear the application because it was incomplete.  
Steven Bellis, Esq., representing the applicant, told the Board how his CAM application had originated.  He had not received any information on the department reviews, except for his emails from John Gaucher.  He became aware of the City Engineer’s comments and Mr. Sulkis’ report at this meeting.  He can meet the comments of Engineering without a problem; some of which are already in place.

Discussion:  Mr. Quish stated he wants to receive the plans ahead of the meeting.  Ms. Cervin agreed and was confused as to why this application was incomplete and suggested the application not be heard tonight.
Attorney Bellis:  Reviewed the the engineer’s comments and said he would comply with the changes requested by the Engineer.  
Chairman Gettinger:  A two-thirds vote is needed to go forward with the application.

Discussion:  Suggestion was to hold off hearing the application until engineering comments were addressed and distributed.

Attorney Bellis:   Stated he had no knowledge of Mr. Sulkis’ comments before this meeting.  He agreed to meet with the City Engineer,  address his comments and prepare new plans to send to the Board prior to the next meeting.
Chairman Gettinger:  Suggested he work with the City Planner to complete the application so it can be presented at the next available agenda, to which Attorney Bellis agreed.
