717 BRIDGEPORT AVENUE (ZONE CDD-3)  - Petition of Raymond A. Macaluso, Westcott and Mapes, Inc., for Site Plan Review approval to construct a building addition for a vehicle service facility and dealership upgrades on Map 33, Block 22, Parcels 5.5B and 5C, of which DHS Realty, LLC is the owner.

Raymond Paier, VP, Engineering, Westcott and Mapes, Inc, 142 Temple Street, New Haven, CT.   Project Engineer for this application for Stevens Ford Automobile Dealership.  Mr. Paier described the property via the displayed site plan.  The project is for Stevens Ford and the Ford Motor Corporation for dealership upgrades, which will provide aesthetic and functional improvements to the dealership facility.  
Mr. Paier described the reconstruction of the vehicle service facility that was damaged in a snow storm and had to be removed.  The application before the Board is to put a structure back in its place for vehicle service.  It will be approximately 5,500 SF in total area.  The floor plan and other improvements were indicated on the plans that were displayed.  Exterior site work will be minimal.  Departmental approvals have been received.  Minor improvements have been requested by Public Works, which have been agreed to.  One tree will be added on Avery Avenue in accordance with the request by the Tree Commission.
Mr. Sulkis:  Commented the project is an improvement and makes the site more compliant with the regulations.

41 MELBA STREET (ZONE R-5) – Petition of David Salerno, Compass Builders, for Coastal Area Management Site Plan Review approval to construct a single family residence on Map 29, Block 587, Parcel 15, of which Brian P. Lee is the owner.


David Salerno, Compass Builders, presented a CAM application on behalf of Brian Lee.  There are two houses on the property that will be demolished and a single family residence will be built on the site.  The house will be raised to the   VE flood zone standards, which will start at Elevation 17. Storm water management has been designed to deal with the runoff created by the house.  All plans are designed to meet flood conditions.   There will be no water runoff or stockpiling of materials on the site, with a silt fence due to the tight space between properties. 
Mr. Sulkis:  According to Mr. Harris’ report, the application is in compliant with CAM regulations of Section 5.12.
