B. CALL TO ORDER

C. CONSIDERATION OF MINUTES
· Nancy Iddings made a motion to accept the minutes to the meeting on  
August 12, 2019. Kelly Miller seconded the motion. The minutes from 
the August 12, 2019 meeting were unanimously approved with corrections.       
D. ADMINISTRATIVE MATTERS
· Financial Update – As of August 31, 2019, the Financial Report is as follows: $525.00 in Secretarial Fees, $1,000.00 for Trees and Shrubs, $1 for Travel, $5.00 for postage, $5.00 for Duplication, $5.00 for Office Supplies and $5.00 for Printing and Binding. 
E. TREE WARDEN REPORT / STREET TREE MATTERS
· Development of a Street Tree Planting List –  this is a list of trees that have been approved and used throughout Milford, in categories such as shade, open areas, etc. This updated list will be sent to Planning & Zoning.  Some of the additions are: Winter King Hawthorn – without thorns; American Holly, as an evergreen for open spaces and Ostraya, a possible option for street tree plantings. No Elm trees will be planted anymore – they are not resistant to disease. Bryan Mancini, Kate Orecchio and Nancy Iddings will review and update the list.
F. ARBORETUM
· White Oak for Connecticut Sustainable Initiative – Bryan Mancini will follow up with Steve Johnson, who is waiting for word from the Connecticut Tree Protective Associate or CTPA – the update is that CTPA will not be providing the tree but possibly Razor’s Edge to help with the planting.  Steve Johnson is looking at options where to obtain this White Oak.  Steve Johnson also spoke with Mayor Ben Blake regarding this project.  The Mayor suggested that this tree be the replacement White Oak as a memorial tree for Steve Kraftmiller, and have a possible ceremony and ribbon-cutting, all to be determined.  
· Plaques – The order for the Memorial Plaques have been delivered and will be installed soon in segments, beginning this month and next – Bryan Mancini will pick a mutually convenient weeknight to install them, 2-3 at a time.
G. TREE NURSERY 
· Nothing at this time.
H.  REVIEW OF TREE POLICIES 
· Ordinance review and updates – Tabled for this month.  A separate meeting will be held October 15, 2019 at 6:30 pm with the members of the Milford Tree Commission.

· Mayor’s Initiative – Nancy Iddings had a conversation with Justin Rosen, Mayor Ben Blake’s Assistant, to learn more about the Mayor’s Tree Initiative that was proposed two years ago.  Justin Rosen indicated that they would need a Planting List and a budget.  Nancy Iddings is waiting for Justin Rosen’s responses to these issues.
· How to order a Replacement Tree – Mrs. Bunny Elmore, of 57 Clark Hill Road, was present at tonight’s meeting and asked how a homeowner can request a tree.  She would like to bring that information back to her Garden Club where there are other homeowners that would be interested in ordering trees.  Steve Johnson indicated that he would look into the Public Works website to determine if there could be a form a homeowner could fill out and somehow forward these requests to Bryan Mancini for review.
J.  OPEN GRANTS & GRANT APPLICATIONS
· None at this time.
K.  INTER-AGENCY REVIEW MATTERS
· 34-40 Gulf Street – 8-30G Affordable Housing Project – Phase 3 – Additions to the original plans – addition of several trees.  These plans meet the standard requirements. Bryan Mancini will write the recommendation letter.
